Dr Ephraim Kisangala meets Meghan,
Duchess of Sussex

 During his time at Bangor University Ephraim presented at the Conference of
 the Association of Commonwealth Universities in London where he
 presented on menstrual hygiene management among refugees in Uganda.
 At the conference, Ephraim was invited to meet Meghan, Duchess of Sussex,
 and she showed particular interest in his work, it was also announced at the
same event that the Duchess would become the Association’s Royal Patron.

 Having been practicing as a GP for two
 years in his home country of Uganda,

 Ephraim decided that the time was right to
 develop his experience and to extend his

 education. Dr Kisangala, a Commonwealth
 Scholar was nominated for his Scholarship
 by the Windle Trust International, a charity

 that promotes education among people
affected by conflicts and refugees.

 Ephraim was involved in the first world
 campaign on menstrual hygiene

 management in 2014 while he was a
 medical student. He and a group of fellow
 young professionals contribute from their

 monthly salaries to fund visits to rural areas
 with no access to healthcare, to provide

 free healthcare services to the people in
 the hardest to reach areas through a local

 based organisation called Nyalojjie
Integrated Foundation (NIF).
