Buses

Bangor Bus Station is located on Garth Road (next to Marks and Spencer). Each route has a
number, which is displayed at the bus stop and on the bus itself. Two bus services operate in
Bangor Arriva and Padarn. Timetables can be obtained at the bus station or on the bus

Weekly/Monthly: £12 per week / £42 per month

Student Tickets: ONLY VALID ON ARRIVA BUSES. Available from Bangor bus station or online.
